Year 3 – Autumn 1
	Prior knowledge and skills
· The order of the alphabet.
· Capital letters are needed for the beginning of a sentence and for names and places.
· Every sentence must end in punctuation.

	Learning objective
	Topic-based – Matilda 
I can use a dictionary. 

	
	Knowledge
	· The order of the alphabet.
· Dictionaries are in alphabetical order.
· Within each starting letter, words are arranged alphabetically.
· The purpose of a dictionary is to find word meanings and spellings.

	
	Skills
	· Using the first letter of the word to roughly identify where in the dictionary the word will be.
· Applying knowledge of alphabet to find words.

	
	Suggested activities
	· Dictionary race using words linked to book. Children compete against their partner to find words the quickest.

	2
	Learning objective
	Topic-based - Matilda
I can use capital letters and full stops correctly.

	
	Knowledge
	· Capital letters are used for the beginning of sentences or proper nouns.
· Common nouns don’t need a capital letter; proper nouns need a capital letter.
· Full stops are used at the end of a sentence (exclamation marks and question marks can also be used).

	
	Skills
	· Correctly demarcating sentences independently.
· Editing own sentences to ensure accuracy of capital letters and full stops.

	
	Suggested activities
	Children correct sentences written without capital letters and full stops. Children given paragraph without capital letters and full stops and have to split paragraph in to sentences. Children write their own sentences using correct punctuation.

	Learning objective
	Topic-based – Matilda
I can identify sentence types.

	
	Knowledge
	· Question mark is used for a question.
· Exclamation mark is used for an exclamation.
· Full stop for a statement.
· Commands usually start with imperative verbs.

	
	Skills
	· Identifying different sentence types.

	
	Suggested activities
	· Children give a selection of sentences and they have to identify the sentence type. 

	4
	Learning objective
	Topic-based – Matilda
I can identify and use nouns, verbs and adjectives.

	
	Knowledge
	· Nouns are names, places and things.
· Verbs are action words.
· Adjectives are often used to describe a noun.

	
	Skills
	· Identifying different types of words using their purpose within a sentence.

	
	Suggested activities
	Children sort list of words into nouns, verbs and adjectives. Children create their own list of nouns, verbs and adjectives to do with text. Children write sentences based on text, underlining the nouns, verbs and adjectives.

	5
	Learning objective
	Topic-based – Matilda
I can use conjunctions to join sentences.

	
	Knowledge
	· Conjunctions are used to join sentences.
· Conjunctions change a simple sentence into a compound sentence.

	
	Skills
	· Identifying the conjunctions to compare characters.

	
	Suggested activities
	· Children use given conjunctions to compare two characters. This can be scaffolded with part of the sentences provided or writing their own sentences.

	6
	Learning objective
	Topic-based – Matilda
I can use fronted adverbials.

	
	Knowledge
	· Fronted adverbials can be added to the beginning of a sentence.
· A comma should be used after a fronted adverbial.

	
	Skills
	· Choosing an appropriate fronted adverbial for each sentence.

	
	Suggested activities
	· Children given sentences and have to add appropriate fronted adverbials, using commas. Children write their own sentences based on text using a fronted adverbial.

	7
	Learning objective
	Stand-alone
I can use a and an correctly.

	
	Knowledge
	· There are 5 vowels and 21 consonants.
· A comes before a consonant (or consonant sound).
· An comes before a vowel (or vowel sound).

	
	Skills
	· Using knowledge of the English language to help identify whether it should be a or an.

	
	Suggested activities
	· Children sort the words into a or an. Treasure hunt for words. Move to areas of the room depending on a or an. Splat the correct determiner.

	8
	Learning objective
	Topic-based – Stone Giant
I can use commas in a list.

	
	Knowledge
	· Commas are used to separate items in a list. 
· Usually you use ‘and’ before the final item.

	
	Skills
	· Form a list using commas.
· Drawing a comma correctly.

	
	Suggested activities
	· Children develop their own list of ‘things you need’ for their instructional text. Focus on correct use of commas between each item except the last.

	9
	Learning objective
	Stand-alone
I can identify singular and plural nouns.

	
	Knowledge
	· When there is more than one of the same noun, it is called a plural and will normally end in an ‘s’. 
· Singular means there is one of the same noun.

	
	Skills
	· Identifying whether there is one or more of the same noun.

	
	Suggested activities
	· Children sort the words into singular or plural. Treasure hunt for words. Move to areas of the room depending on singular or plural. Splat whether singular or plural.



Year 3 – Autumn 2
	Prior knowledge and skills
· 

	1
	Learning objective
	Stand-alone 
I can identify and use adverbs. 

	
	Knowledge
	· Recap: nouns, verbs and adjectives.
· Adverbs often end in ‘ly’.
· They are often used to modify a verb.

	
	Skills
	· Identifying the verb and selecting an appropriate adverb.

	
	Suggested activities
	· Children play charades and guess what adverb and verb they are performing.
· Children write out sentences in books and correctly identify adverbs by underlining them. Extension: children can identify other word classes and colour code correctly

	2
	Learning objective
	Stand-alone
I can explain the difference between a phrase and a clause.

	
	Knowledge
	· A phrase is a small group of words within a clause that does not include a verb.
· A clause is a group of words containing a noun (or pronoun) and a verb.

	
	Skills
	Identifying a verb and using this to justify whether it is a phrase or a clause.

	
	Suggested activities
	Starter – hot verbs. Played in the style of hot potato, children pass an object around. When the music stops, the alphabet wheel is spun and the children with the item have to shout out a verb beginning with that letter.
Class task – ultimate kahoot quiz on whether the group of words shows a phrase or clause.

	Learning objective
	Topic-based – Sandy Cove
I can form expanded noun phrases.

	
	Knowledge
	· A noun phrase contains a determiner and a noun.
· An expanded noun phrases can also include adjectives.

	
	Skills
	· Identifying noun phrases and expanded noun phrases.
· Writing a noun phrase and converting into an expanded noun phrase.

	
	Suggested activities
	· Ch1 – use word pyramids to build a noun + noun phrase + expanded noun phrase.
· Ch 2 – children select pictures and children colour code noun phrases.
· Ch 3 – children use Sandy Cove text to select some nouns and improve to make them into expanded noun phrases.

	4
	Learning objective
	Topic-based – Sandy Cove
I can use apostrophes for contraction.

	
	Knowledge
	· Two words can be joined using an apostrophe to mark the missing letter(s).
· Letters shouldn’t be joined across the apostrophe. 

	
	Skills
	· How to form an apostrophe correctly.

	
	Suggested activities
	· Spot the mistakes, correct the sentences, change into contracted form.

	5
	Learning objective
	Topic-based – Sandy Cove
I can identify how inverted commas are used for direct speech.
Note: Main focus of the lesson is that inverted commas only surround direct speech.

	
	Knowledge
	· Inverted commas surround the direct speech.
· Speech begins with a capital letter.
· Punctuation comes before the closing inverted commas.
· Inverted commas come before the first word of direct speech and punctuation comes before the closing inverted commas.

	
	Skills
	· Identifying the direct speech.
· Forming inverted commas properly (66 & 99).

	
	Suggested activities
	· Children to make speech sandwiches composing of:
· *Bun = opening inverted commas
· *Lettuce = capital letter
· *Meat = speech
· *Cheese = punctuation
· *Bun = closing inverted commas

	Prior knowledge and skills
· 

	1
	Learning objective
	Stand-alone
I can identify and use prepositions.

	
	Knowledge
	· Recap: nouns, verbs, adjectives and adverbs.
· A preposition can be used to identify where or when something is in relation to something else.

	
	Skills
	· Identify different word classes within a sentence. 
· Use this to identify the prepositions.
· Choose appropriate prepositions.

	
	Suggested activities
	· Ch1 – copy sentences into book and children underline words that are prepositions.
· Ch 2 – use “Where’s Wally?” photo and children write down own sentences underlining prepositions focusing on place.
· Ch 3 -  use “Where’s Wally?” photo and children write down own sentences underlining a range of prepositions including time, place and cause.

	2
	Learning objective
	Topic-based – Escape from Pompeii
I can identify and use subordinate clauses.

	
	Knowledge
	· Subordinate clauses do not make sense on their own.
· Subordinating conjunctions start subordinate clauses.
· A clause contains a subject (noun) and a verb.
· ‘I saw a wabub’ is a useful way of identifying subordinating conjunctions.

	
	Skills
	· Identifying the subordinate clause using the subordinating conjunction.

	
	Suggested activities
	· Ch 1 – underline the subordinate clause in each sentence.
· Ch 2- add a subordinate clause and copy whole sentences into books. Underline the subordinate clauses.
· Ch 3 – Write own sentences based on Escape from Pompeii including subordinate clauses. Underline the subordinate clauses.

	3
	Learning objective
	Topic-based – Stand alone
I can use apostrophes to show singular possession. 

	
	Knowledge
	· Apostrophes can be used for contraction or possession.
· Apostrophes come after the singular noun which holds possession. E.g. the dog’s nose.
· If the singular noun ends in an ‘s’, at Amherst we will still add apostrophe-s e.g. Jess’s house.

	
	Skills
	· Identify the noun which holds possession. 
· Drawing an apostrophe accurately.

	
	Suggested activities
	· [bookmark: _GoBack]Ch 1 – Children add in the apostrophes to the correctly to a sentence that is already written.
· Ch 2 – Children copy sentences into books adding the apostrophe correctly.
Ch 3 – Children rewrite sentences to show apostrophes for singular possession. E.g. Conor is looking at the bike which belongs to Isla.  Conor is looking at Isla’s bike. 

	4 & 5
	Learning objective
	Topic-based – Escape from Pompeii
I can use inverted commas for direct speech.
Note: Main focus of the lesson 4 is on correct use of inverted commas and the capital letter at the beginning rather than the closing punctuation.
Lesson 5 is focus on “new line, new speaker” rule.

	
	Knowledge
	· Inverted commas surround the direct speech.
· Speech begins with a capital letter.
· Punctuation comes before the closing inverted commas.
· Inverted commas come before the first word of direct speech and punctuation comes before the closing inverted commas.

	
	Skills
	· Constructing sentences accurately using inverted commas.

	
	Suggested activities
	· Lesson 4:
· Add inverted commas around sentences (the spoken words.) Children are to copy these in books. They can colour code the spoken words and then add the inverted commas around this.
Lesson 5: 
Copy sentences into book showing a new line for a new speaker. For a harder challenge, children can add in the other basic rules of speech (e.g. capital letter, punctuation to separate speech).

· Sort words into correct categories.
· Copy sentences into books and underline word classes using the correct colours.

	Knowledge
	· It is the verb within a sentence which indicates the tense.
· In simple tenses, there are spelling patterns like -ed which can help to identify the tense.
· Links to spelling rules about adding -ed, doubling consonant and common exception.

	
	Skills
	· Identifying whether the verb is present or past tense.

	
	Suggested activities
	· Worksheet created to change between different verb tenses. From past to present and present to past. Children to copy sentences in books changing between tenses.
· Dictionary work to find past tense verbs to change to present tense verbs.
· Regular and irregular verb work.

	3
	Learning objective
	Stand-alone
I can identify progressive past and present tense.

	
	Knowledge
	· Progressive tenses are formed with ‘was/were/is’ and the -ing form of the verb. E.g. She was running.
· Progressive means the verb was occurring over a length of time.

	
	Skills
	· Identifying progressive verb forms and simple verb forms.
· Applying this to a sentence.

	
	Suggested activities
	· Colour coding different tenses.
· Fill in tables to show correct tense.
· Write sentences to change between past and progressive tenses.

	Prior knowledge and skills
·

	Learning objective
	Topic-based – Jack and the Beanstalk
I can use conjunctions based on time, place and cause.

	
	Knowledge
	· Recap: nouns, verbs, adjectives, adverbs, prepositions, 
· Conjunctions are used to join sentences.
· Conjunctions either relate to time, place and cause.
· Conjunctions can appear at different places within a sentence. 

	
	Skills
	· Choosing appropriate conjunctions for a specific purpose.

	
	Suggested activities
	· Choose an appropriate conjunction from a list and fill in the gaps.
· Use a word mat to create sentences including conjunctions based on pictures of the story of Jack and the Beanstalk. 
· Harder challenge – children create sentences including conjunctions based on the pictures of the story of Jack and the Beanstalk without a word mat. 

	2
	Learning objective
	Topic-based – Jack and the Beanstalk
I can punctuate speech correctly.
Note: Main focus of the lesson is on independence in using inverted commas and capital letters and introduction of consistent closing punctuation.

	
	Knowledge
	· Inverted commas surround the direct speech.
· Speech begins with a capital letter.
· Punctuation comes before the closing inverted commas.
· Inverted commas come before the first word of direct speech and punctuation comes before the closing inverted commas.

	
	Skills
	· Constructing sentences accurately and independently using inverted commas, capital letters and punctuation.

	
	Suggested activities
	· 

	3
	Learning objective
	Topic-based – Non-chronological reports (Rivers)
I can organise my writing using headings and sub-headings.

	
	Knowledge
	· Sub-headings should provide a very brief summary of the paragraph.
· A text has one heading but multiple sub-headings can appear.
· Headings and sub-headings are used to aid presentation.

	
	Skills
	· Choosing appropriate headings and sub-headings.
· Ensuring content is relevant to sub-heading.

	
	Suggested activities
	· 

	4
	Learning objective
	Stand-alone
I can identify the present perfect tense.

	
	Knowledge
	· Recap: simple and progressive present tenses.
Has/have + past participle = perfect present tense. E.g. She has worked here for many years.

	
	Skills
	Identify the tense – simple present, progressive present and present perfect. 

	
	Suggested activities
	·

· FANBOYS – for, and, nor, but, or, yet, so.
· All coordinating conjunctions are 3 letters or less.
· Coordinating conjunctions join two main clauses.
· Subordinating conjunctions join a main and subordinate clause.
· All other conjunctions are subordinating.
· ‘I saw a wabub’ and ‘A white bus’ are strategies for remembering some subordinating conjunctions.
· A subordinating conjunction placed at the start of a sentence forms the beginning of a fronted adverbial and should be followed by a comma.

	
	Skills
	· Identifying whether a conjunction is subordinating or coordinating.
· Identifying main and subordinate clauses as a tool for categorising conjunctions.

	Knowledge
	· TIPTOP is a useful way of remembering when to change paragraph.
· TIPTOP – time, place, topic, person.
· Demarcate a new paragraph by leaving a line.
· When editing, // can be used to identify where a paragraph should be.

	
	Skills
	· Separating writing accurately using TIPTOP.

	
	Suggested activities
	· Children given example text to identify where new paragraphs should be placed which they can then apply to their writing.

	· Noun phrase is made up of a determiner and a noun.
· An expanded noun phrase can also include adjectives.

· A sentence can end with speech and the punctuation will be within the inverted commas.

	· Apostrophes are not used for plurals. 
· Recap: singular possession. 
· Recap: how to make words plural.

	
	Skills
	· Identifying whether a word is plural or is possessive.

	
	Suggested activities
	· Spot the mistakes.

	Topic-based – Beowulf Lesson 5 Move earlier next year (Week 1-2) to fit in with Beowulf
I can use a comma after a fronted adverbial.

	
	Knowledge
	· Fronted adverbials appear at beginning of a sentence.
· They provide information on how, when, where or how often something happens. 
· Fronted adverbials should be followed by a comma.

	· Synonym rolls!

	Topic-based – Coming Home

	Knowledge
	· Recap: noun and expanded nouns phrases.

	
	Skills
	· Applying understanding to a new topic (poetry).
· Using a thesaurus to find new vocabulary.

	
	Suggested activities

I can identify the subject and object within a simple sentence.

	
	Knowledge
	· A subject does the verb and an object receives the verb.
· E.g. the painter drew the picture. 

	
	Skills
	Finding the subject first using the verb and then identifying the object.

	· Revision of statements, commands, questions and exclamations from Year 3.
· It is useful to check the sentences in the following order:
· 1. Questions always end in a question mark and can be answered. 
· 2. Exclamations often start with ‘how’ or ‘what’ and are often used to express surprise or delight.
· 3. Commands often start with a verb and don’t have a subject.
· 4. Statements often have a subject before the verb.
